Though you could 

drag out the resolution and claim your company was 

victimized, you can also resolve the issue outside of court 

by mediation, arbitration or other non-litigation 

methods.  This saves time and money, and could even 

save the business relationship.  Mediation, for instance, 

allows the parties to structure a settlement to include 

many other components beyond the mere payment of 

money, which is the limited type of payment available in 

court. 

 

Many legal disputes are avoided based on the sound advice offered by a business litigation attorney.  It 

might come as a surprise to learn that many businesses fail because they receive shoddy legal advice.  

Your attorney should have the knowledge and experience to guide you through a legal dispute and to 

prevent you from getting into one whenever possible.  He or she should advise you how to handle 

problems pre-emptively and then advise you whether litigation or an out-of-court settlement is in your 

best interest.
